To import raw sequence data (e.g., FASTQ or QSEQ) to the NCI ‘s Genomatix Mining Station (GMS) 

The host name for the NCI’s GMS is: ncias-p728.nci.nih.gov

The graphical interface to the GMS can be accessed at: http:// ncias-p728.nci.nih.gov

Raw sequence data may be imported to the following directory path on the GMS: 

/mnt/workbench/home/gx_sesame/import/YOUR_HOME_DIRECTORY


For Mac and Linux Users:

Using a file copy utility, such as scp (if working directly from the terminal window) or the SFTP protocol of Cyberduck (a GUI-based file transfer utility), you may scp/SFTP  files from any remote server to your home directory on the  local (GMS) server.

/mnt/workbench/home/gx_sesame/import/YOUR_HOME_DIRECTORY

(Note: you will need to create your own home directory once under /import)

If using scp from the terminal window, you’ll first need to ssh into the GMS server first, via a Terminal session. Your login credentials will be those that are issued to you from CBIIT. Once a Terminal session is started, enter the following command:

ssh your_username @ ncias-p728.nci.nih.gov

Once the files are scp’d or SFTP’d to your home directory under /import, the files can then be uploaded to the GMS GUI from the GMS file chooser as shown on pages 10-12 in the RNA-Seq training guide, NCI_RNASEQ_042414.pdf


For PC Users

If not already installed on your PC, you or a designated System’s Administrator will need to download Putty to your local machine. The Putty client can be downloaded from:

The Putty configuration window will look something like the example below:

Under “host Name (or IP address) enter:

ncias-p728.nci.nih.gov

Leave all other options the same and Click “Open” to start the Putty session. When prompted, enter your login name and and password. 

Here again, you may use scp (terminal), or winscp (GUI) to transfer files between servers. 


NOTE:  Your login credentials will work in the graphical user interface (GUI) or on  the commandline on both the GMS and GGA servers. 
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
